4.  Cover letter accompanying entries should include:

Title(s) of each entry submitted.

5.  No alterations can be made to the entry once it has been submitted, and no entries can be returned (so please remember to keep your own copy).

6.  Irish History Press will select the three winning entries from a shortlist submitted to them by the Judging Panel.   All decisions of the Judging Panel and Irish History Press are final and no correspondence or discussion can be entered into regarding those decisions.  Any attempt to contact the judges in regard to the competition will result in immediate disqualification.
7.  Prizes for winning selections will be announced and awarded at the READ DL Closing Ceremony, 9th April 2014.   A list of prizewinners will be posted in local newspapers, on websites of the ETB and READ DL committee agencies.
8.  Copyright will remain with the author, but the READ DL committee reserves the right to arrange first publication or broadcast of selected entries as it sees fit.

9.  The 1st Prize winning author will be invited to read their selection at the READ DL Closing Ceremony, 9th April 2014, 

10. The three winning entries will be published in North West Words Magazine.   Authors of the three winning entries will be invited to read their selections at a North West Words event.

We’re seeing some submissions here that, while creative and well done, aren’t 100% appropriate for the content format. To help everyone understand a bit more about what we are looking for, consider the following:

Flash fiction must:
· tell a complete story—with a beginning, middle, and end 

· have a setting 

· have at least one identifiable character 

· contain a situation/conflict and a resolution 

Flash fiction is NOT:
· a descriptive passage, a literary reflection, an essay or a poem 

Good flash fiction:
· tells a story in which every word is essential 

· ends with a twist 

· lingers in the reader’s mind 

· tries interesting new ways of achieving all these things 

We ask that you please follow these guidelines, as we will be rejecting submissions that don’t meet these criteria.
